Isolation Protocols

Staff and students should not enter campuses or District buildings if any of
the following apply:

o They are sick or have been sick in the past 14 days.

o Symptoms to watch for include fever (100°F or higher), cough,
shortness of breath/difficulty breathing, chills, muscle pain,
headache, sore throat, new loss of taste or smell, shaking or
exaggerated shivering, diarrhea.

o They have confirmed cases of COVID-19 or have been in close
contact with people with confirmed cases of COVID-19.

o They have a household member who is awaiting COVID-19
test results, or they are awaiting their own test results

Student or Staff Displaying COVID-19 Symptoms Protocols

Symptomatic COVID-19 positive students and staff will remain isolated until
the three conditions below are met:

o They are 1-day (24 hours) fever-free without using fever-reducing

medication;

o They have improved symptoms (cough, difficulty breathing, etc.);

o 10 days have passed since symptoms began.
Asymptomatic COVID 19 positive students and staff will remain isolated until
the two condition below are met:

o No symptoms develop;

o 10 days have passed since COVID-19 test date.

Campus Transitions for Students

Arrival: Our campus doors will open at 7:40am. Students will enter at their designated grade level entrance. Older siblings will enter at the youngest sibling’s entrance.
Temperatures will be taken at the entrance of all students’ classroom by the homeroom teacher. Students may not be dropped off or enter the building before 7:40 am.
At 7:40 am multiple entry point doors will be opened allowing students to walk straight to class.

®  PK/K/1st - Front entrance right door

e 2nd/3rd - Front entrance left door

® 4th/5th - Staff parking entrance
Parents will not be allowed to enter the school building and/or walk students to classrooms.
At 8:00 AM exterior doors will be locked and tardy students have the temperature taken by the front office upon arrival and checkin.

Dismissal: Parent pick-up occurs at our designated dismissal locations. PK and K will enter at entrance 6

e 1t & 2" will dismiss at door 5
e 3 will dismiss at door 3
e 4™ will dismiss at door 8
e 5" will dismiss at door 7
Teachers will remain at designated dismissal locations until 3:10.
All remaining students will be escorted to the front office at 3:10 for parent sign-out.
